Mixed Media Syllabus
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The mixed media class aims to examine the place of material in contemporary art practice.  Students will work with new material including but not limited to traditional crafts, fibers, building materials, found objects, nature, trash etc.

Through research and development processes, problem solving, and the use of elements and principles of design, students will create a small body of work.

The class focus will not only be on the creation of artwork but also on the process of completing successful artwork. Students will start with successful planning, followed by production, analysis, and finally documentation of their artwork.

Grading

Your grade will be dependent on the completion and compliance to the directives listed below. 

1. Daily participation 

2. Minimum of 3 assignments completed including: (50 points each assignment)

- a full pre-project write-up, including sketches (20pts)

- completed project (50pts)

1. neatness and craftsmanship (10pts)

2. attention and effort toward the project (10pts) 

3. successful completion of listed requirements (5pts)

4. inclusion of elements and principle of design (5pts)

- post-project write up (20pts)

- class presentation and critique of own artwork (10pts)

Classroom Procedures/Routines
